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Tim’s Story RE: Morris Mine 

Some more to add to the Morris Mine story.  

While working with the #2 Section gang it was decided to have a BBQ and roast around the Holidays one year.  

We planned that it being a Friday (payday) and we were gauging some rail on the Westland Branch that week, since the weather had turned colder with snow flurries, under Morris Tipple would be a great place to cook up some deer meat that a few of us had bagged earlier in the season near Library Jct.   
 

Since this was a well planned event the gang all brought a covered dish or beverage of some kind and of course the Track Super was also invited.  

This meant we needed to start cooking as soon as we reported for work that day!    Empty spike kegs were used as the BBQ's and warmers, we used mine coal that was lying all over  to get the base started and continued with the abundance of wood along the R of W.    
 

 Naturally, while we cooked, we explored the remaining mine structures.  

We made our way down the sloped shaft opening about 75ft before we came to the water level, the mine rails that were left continued into the depths.
We then visited the old air shaft just west of the tipple.   This was an enclosed structure, as you entered the door way, the walkway ran the length of the building on one side. There was a metal railing on the other side of the walk to prevent falling into the vertical shaft opening.   

About a 25ft drop before hitting the water.    

We decided to test the quality of the fusee's the MRR purchased by lighting them, dropping them into the water and watched as the red glow faded away into the shaft.   Most of them did remain lit as they sank.
 

After dinner and the reception of the paychecks, we wished the Super a Merry Christmas as he departed for his home.
At this time rule "G" came into play as we finished out our tour of duty.   

About then, the late Foreman, John Schmidt and myself explored the tipple and really studied the elevator shaft under it.   

This elevator had mine rails still affixed to the platform, the lifting cable still wound its way through the pulleys and wheel and spool.    

John commented that the elevator was resting on two pieces of rail that were laid over two of the corners of the shaft opening, "If you  and I" John said, "were to take two spike mauls and hit these two rails  at the same time it just might drop into the shaft"   

I found two mauls and returned as we all gathered for the great event.   

At the command we struck the blows and all hell broke loose.
 

The elevator plunged, the cables started swinging, snapping as the sheave wheel rotated with increasing speed, at this time fragments of the tipple started to drop as we all ran for cover.   

In all honesty I though that the way the tipple shook and groaned that it was coming down.  Over my shoulder I saw in the coal dust and debris, a column of water shoot straight up out of the shaft as the elevator hit the water.    

For a time after, the cable continued to unwind into the shaft and then just coil up in the girders.   

You can believe the laughter this brought for quite sometime until John realized we had created a real hazard for others walking near the open shaft.   He decided to visit the farmer up 
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the road were we got some snow fence and some steel posts so we could fence off the opening before we left.
 

As you know  Gene , 'you can never have taken enough pictures', I only took a few of us grilling the steaks that day, maybe one looking into the sloped shaft.  I suppose I need to locate these this winter and share them with you all.

He says Jim Lane was a distant relative - he thinks his mother's cousin??

His Grandfather was Frank Kamp - and he remembers Jim calling his Grandad "Uncle Frank"

He is checking with some of his cousins - trying to find out when Jim Lane died and where he is buried.  He thinks possibly at Queen of Heaven on Rt 19 in McMurray - which would be just over the hill from #4.

I thought perhaps you or your wife would know this information.

 

I met Bill when I was looking for permission to get onto the TAR property at #4 - when Carter, Bill B & I were doing our "tour".  

He was kind enough to let us in and we were able to roam the property.

As we were talking, he made the connection with the Montour & Jim Lane.

I gave him a copy of your recent stories about Jim.  

He has also joined our discussion group, as we have given him some interest in the Montour, through his relatives.

He said his Great-Grandfather was perhaps Stationmaster at Hills Station - and ran the General Store/Post Office at Hills.  It sounds like it could even be the same house you described to me as your wife's childhood home.  Right next to the PRR [P&OC] tracks & underpass.  

Bill says there is a picture of his Great-grandfather [Kamp] standing on the porch with his wife and a couple of their kids, probably taken in 1910 era.  It is in a 150 year anniversary booklet of Lawrence/Hills Station that he is trying to locate.  [He thinks one of his cousin's kids has it.]

 

Bill grew up in Carnegie - the family connection comes from his mother's side, so the names might not match up - but he is probably a distant relative of your wife ???

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The general store was center of social life at one time. 
When I was dating the wife, remnants still remained.
The building was combination store & post office.
This was the lower floor, the merchants dwellings were upstairs, kitchen facilities in the rear.
 

The right side of the lower floor was used as a storage area and laundry room when I first saw it.  The two front entrance ways were still in use, dividing this floor in two large rooms.
There were marks on the wooden flooring where the counter once sat, the wall showed the marks of the shelving also.  The shelves under the front windows also remained.
 

There used to be several iron hitching rings on the concrete retaining wall along the road, I remember about four left in the1970's, last time I looked, I recall at least one still was present.
I guess it was a tight fit to hitch the horse & wagon along the road next to that small underpass, but the auto traffic at that time was pretty sparse.
 

Frank Kamp was a well known figure in Hills Station, he is related to the Lane side of the family as you mentioned.   
Jim and his wife Mary are in Queen of Heaven, just a short walk from my family’s plots.  We visit the cemetery quite regularly when we all get back to Bethel Park, both family sites are tended to each time, we will be freshening up both locations this coming Easter weekend.    
 

Jim passed away in 1984 and etched on his headstone is a PRR K-4, he always talked about that being his favorite class of passenger engine.  
He recalled looking for them every time he was crossing McDonald Viaduct or working the interchange.    
 

He also remembered seeing a few running on the Washington Secondary through Hills Station. 
One time as he crossed over Greers bridge on a Montour mike, a K-4 headed to Washington was getting ready to pass under him.

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Right of Way
Back on February 27th, I posted a photo of the Montour RR overpass at Brightwood in downtown Bethel Park.

Today I uncovered my filed away Montour RR Bridge Data Book for the Mifflin Extension dated 1913-1914.

The bridge data book contains the detail of each bridge crossing between North Star and the P&WV overpass at Longview/Salida which includes Broughton Road overpass at Alleco and Brush Run Road overpass east of Library Junction.

What is neat about the data book, specific details are recorded for each bridge.

For instance, the photo of the Montour RR Bridge at Brightwood was known back then as Summit Park and carried Station number 255.

The base of the rail on the bridge was at Elevation 1224.81 - Level.

Masonry work started January 17 ,1914.

The steel was erected during May 1914.

Brightwood Road had a clearance of 20 feet and West Library Road had a clearance of 14 feet.

Pittsburgh Railways had a clearance of 19 feet from the top of their rail to the underneath clearance of the steel deck.

The East Deck Girder section was 57 feet, 10 & 1/2 inches.

The middle deck girder section over Pittsburgh Railways was 53 feet.

The West Deck Girder Section was also 57 feet, 10 & 1/2 inches.

There is a notation with a line that this bridge was designed for a second track to be constructed on the North Side of the bridge.

With the bridge being constructed on a 40 degree angle as illustrated in the photo, even though each deck girder section was 57+ feet in length, there was roughly 30 feet of clearance for both roadways and streetcar line underneath.

The deck girder width is indicated as 6 feet 6 inches.

I crossed Rt. 88 and went behind the Rite-Aid.
I saw a creek with railroad tracks on the other side.

Question: Is there a path to follow from this point to continue the 
trail?

Are there plans to extend the trail clearly from this point ?

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RE: Library

The railroad tracks along the creek are actually the Port Authority trolley line from Library going north.

You also no doubt noticed a trestle beside the Rite Aid running across the valley and crossing over the creek (Piney Fork) and the trolley tracks. 

This is the Library Trestle and there are plans to eventually extend the trail from its current terminus at the Bethel Park - South Park border to the trestle, rehabilitate the trestle and extend the trail to Pleasant Street in South Park. Including the trestle that's about 0.45 mile of trail. A portion of that 0.45 mile section is currently useable, especially by pedestrians, but does not have a finished trail surface. 

The Montour Trail does not have right-of-way beyond Pleasant Street to Stewart Street, a distance of about 1.1 miles, so trail users must ride on road from Pleasant Street to Brownsville Road to the Stewart Street trailhead (currently unimproved, but passable by bicycle).

The original Montour Railroad right-of-way through this corridor is owned by CONSOL Energy and a local self storage facility.

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If you look closely, to the very right of the photo is numeral 8.

Car seals were early devices used in securing doors for cars carrying freight.

These seals once secured could not be opened or unlocked.

Upon destination they were simply cut off.

The numbers on the seals were added to the waybill so upon destination, the agent or special agent...or consignee could determine if the door(s) were opened during transit.

These seals were not great devices in securing doorways.

The metal used was thin and not terribly sturdy.

Usually each car had 2 seals with 2 different numbers.

Luckily I was able to preserve a handful of these seals... brand new ones at that...

I remember passing their facility on the way to/from the airport in the 70's.  I would always look to see what was going on in that yard.  At the time, I thought the facility belonged to the railroad - I didn't know it was a separate business.

The B&T at Lotus shut down before the MRR closed, seems they had an on going employee issue at this location and the one in Dennison, Ohio.   

The decision to close the Pa. facility was made on account of this issue and the decline of rail equipment business in the late 1970's.
 

The Dennison site was on the former PRR division point that was down graded after the end of steam.
The work was sent to Conway or Columbus and by the late sixties it was sold off to B&T. 

Most of the buildings were already gone or in bad repair, a portion of the roundhouse remained and this was the primary indoor shop for B&T.   

Some time in the early 70's, a strike saw much damage to the facilities including the torching of the roundhouse.    

B&T managed to survive through this by downsizing and consolidation to Ohio.
 

They did make out well with the Pa site sale, the developers saw to that.   

Most equipment was scrapped on site, the only major piece shipped to Dennison was the red-white-blue, bicentennial crane.
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This crane was the mainstay until MRR X-1 was purchased in the early 80's and both worked the yard until 1988.
At that time we started the Ohio Central and I had the opportunity to see them both in action, but by the end of that year the Bicentennial crane broke down for good.
She was scrapped and X-1 loaded her remains in gondolas.
 

The engine was removed to replace the aging X-1 engine which ran another couple of years until B&T shut down.
They had an inventory sale and we purchased mucho freight car parts.  

The complex was then sold to a local fabricator company who tried to repair railcars for about 8 years, but once again, the business was gone with the new AAR & FRA regulations on older equipment repairs.
 

They in turn moved their business to another location and prospered.  The remaining railcars were scrapped on site including about 75 P&LE hoppers that had been purchased by the defunct Sharon Steel Corp.
 

When they had the equipment sale, we once again purchased large amounts of freight car parts and the X-1.
 

The property was purchased by the city and is developing into an industrial park complex.
 

The last office of B&T was located in downtown Dennison and has long closed up.  

Most records (older) were destroyed during the labor problems and the remaining ones have 
disappeared.  

I know the last general manager pretty well and he cannot even account for them.  

I still have been looking, hoping to locate something of interest.

Was it the crane kept derailing on McDonald Transfer and had to be returned to Lotus each time for repair before the 3rd and final attempt was successful?

Today while talking with a long retired Montour RR Trainman, I brought up B&T's Bicentennial Crane and the problems the Montour had in moving the crane to McDonald.

I was told the crane developed a Hotbox enroute to McDonald.

Perhaps Tim's memory can detail what exactly occurred in moving that red-white and blue machine to McDonald!

I do recall the trouble with the B&T crane, The hotbox was one issue, the second was defective brakes. It was moved back to B&T with the brakes cut out and they in turn put a fresh set of valves back on.
The hotbox came first if memory serves correctly. By the third try it was able to make the trip west over the Panhandle to Dennison.

The odd look of the Whitcomb can be attributed to its being an Army design, or at least built to army specs. 
Equipment intended for use overseas was and is built for the very restrictive clearances encountered in Europe and the middle east. Thats why the Whitcomb has the low cab with the almost pagoda roof contour in it. 
Most army equipment, from Pershing class 2-8-0's to the ww 2 versions, to six axle Alco diesel units; they all have that hunkered down look; totally utilitarian, no thought to how it looks.

Great shot of the C&H Westinghouse unit. This is a real "model t" of locomotives, being one of four built around 1935. 
The C&H used two of the four, although not at the same time. 
Shame this early engine wasn't preserved. 
The Pa Trolley Museum has a box cab cousin from 1930, I think its the oldest operating diesel in US, but I'm no expert on diesels, nor want to be.

As a trolley museum volunteer I can verify that yes, the diesel referred to was built in 1930.  It's number B-73, and spent its career at the Armco steel plant in Butler.  We occasionally use it to shift our standard-gauge collection around, as well as to push/pull our Monongahela Railway cabosse when we offer caboose rides.  

 

Since it produces the same 600-volt direct current that we use to run the streetcars, it can come in handy as a back-up power source.  We hook it up to the overhead, pull the traction motor cut-outs, and there you go....

No, nothing in the collection of the erection of the Parkway, however there is fantastic coverage of the right of way from Beaver Grade Road to B&T, with one scene of a Euclid that tore up the main track complete with F.C.R. in the scene.

Starting at Beaver Grade, photos of the overpass being built, and a real interesting item, the Passenger Shelter at Beaver Grade.

Then there is right of way scenes up to and including the Scott Farm.
